Top Tips for Reading! 
 

KS1 Library 
Here at Fern Hill we are  

incredibly lucky to have a fully 
stocked library . 

The KS1 library contains a wide 
range of books including: 
 The 100 book challenge. 
 A wide selection of fiction and 

non-fiction books. 
 A ‘Coming Soon’ and           

‘New Releases’ section which 
will be funded by  ‘Bounce for 
Books’ each year. 

 A separate collection of       
chapter books for confident 
readers. 

 
Children will visit the library once 
a week to change their book. 
Please read this book with your 
child alongside their reading 
scheme books. 

Make books a part of your family life -Always 
have books around so that you and your chil-
dren are ready to read whenever there’s a 
chance. 
 
Join the local library (most likely Tudor 
Drive or Kingston) - Register your child for a 
library card—it’s free! You’ll find a fantastic 
range of books to suit every child’s taste. Allow 
them to pick their own books, encouraging 
their own interests. 
 
Match their interests - Help them find the right 
book—it doesn’t matter if it’s fiction, non-
fiction, poetry or comics. There is no such thing 
as the ‘wrong’ book! 
 
Get comfortable! - Snuggle up somewhere 
warm and cosy with your child, either in bed, a 
beanbag or on the sofa, and make sure they 
have somewhere comfy when reading alone. 
 
Ask questions - to keep them interested in the 
story, ask your child questions as you read. 
 
Read whenever you get the chance - Bring a 
book along any time your child has to wait, such 
as the dentist or the doctor’s surgery. Audio-
books are also great for long car journeys! 
 
Read again and again - Encourage your child 
to re-read favourite books and poems. Re-
reading helps to build up fluency and confi-
dence. 
the words. 
 
Bring reading into your daily life -Encourage 
activities that require reading such as cooking, 
constructing something, or identifying trees 
and animals after a walk.
